4. INSTALLATION

Installation must be carried out by a
qualified electrician

1. Make sure power supply breaker is
switched off. Installation must be carried
out in accordance with the current edition
of the local wiring regulations code
having jurisdiction. Installation should be
performed only by a qualified electrician.

2. Place template against wall at

desired height (see mounting height
recommendations) and mark locations of
4 mounting holes and wire service entry at
knockout (KO) location.

NOTE: Two or more dryers should be no
closer than 24 inches (610 mm) on centre.

3. Remove and retain 2 cover screws and
cover.

4. Connect supply wires to terminal block
where indicated and connect ground wire to
baseplate with ground screw.
